3) With these plans and messaging in place, move to create "why it's important to participate" message 
presentation.

4) Socialize proposed rate increase with existing member, and have a number of companies on board as 
lead organization in favor.

5) Create a road show of conversations with current and targeted new member, to generate further 
interest.
