Let data tell
the story
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Victoria Stafford - Hand in hand, each day after school let out, eight-year-old Victoria Stafford and her grandmother would walk home together and discuss her day. But on 
a cool spring day in 2009, her grandmother decided it would be a good time for her to start becoming a big girl and let her walk home for the first time…alone. Unfortunately, Victoria never arrived, after two hours, panicked her grandmother reported her missing. 

Where our work will be significant is how we use the data trail as the witness to the trafficking crime, releasing the victim from having to testify and risk being revictimized on the witness stand. Traffickers leave a lot of data behind them. If we establish an immutable data trail, we might increase the conviction rate of traffickers which now rests at only one percent of the traffickers are ever prosecuted.
