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Collaborative to Create Blueprint for Open Standard Digital Health Passes
The collaboration will define multi-stakeholder governance framework recommendations for verification of health status to safely restore international travel and restart the global economy
San Francisco, CA, March 9, 2021 – The Trust Over IP Foundation (ToIP), an independent project for building global digital trust infrastructure hosted by the Linux Foundation, today announces that it will partner with the Good Health Pass Collaborative to lead the Good Health Pass Governance Framework Task Force.
A project of ID2020, the Good Health Pass Collaborative is an open, inclusive, cross-sector initiative to create a blueprint for interoperable digital health pass systems that offer a path to restoring global travel and restarting the global economy. Since its launch on February 9, more than 75 individual companies and organizations from the travel, health and technology sectors have joined the Collaborative.   
Public health precautions, while necessary to stem the spread of the COVID-19 pandemic, have limited the ability of individuals to work, travel and live life to the fullest. As vaccines become available, and we begin the process of returning to public life, individuals will need a way to safely and privately prove that they have tested negative and/or have been vaccinated against the virus. 
Interoperable digital trust infrastructure requires more than just technology—it requires agreement on the rules and policies that members of a digital trust ecosystem agree to follow. This is called a governance framework. The ToIP Governance Stack Working Group defines models and interoperability standards for governance frameworks that enable business, legal and social trust between entities implementing the ToIP technology stack.
“The Good Health Pass Collaborative is bringing people together to solve a set of problems that affect the entire world,” said John Jordan, executive director of the ToIP Foundation. “This ambitious effort uniquely aligns with the mission of ToIP because it requires interoperable digital credentials that can be accepted and verified anywhere they are needed. Getting this right, and doing so now, will not only make it safe for people to travel again, it will open the door for new tools and services that can solve other challenging problems that also require global-scale digital trust. For these reasons, ToIP is honored to contribute to this urgent global mission by leading the Good Health Pass Collaborative Governance Framework Task Force.”
The governance framework recommendation will address every aspect of digital health pass usage where interoperability is crucial, including the user experience, data elements, technical standards, security and privacy protections, trust registries, and rules engines. A credential that cannot be shared or validated universally, or worse, does not protect the privacy of the user, holds little value. 
“We are delighted that the ToIP Foundation has agreed to lead the Good Health Pass Collaborative Governance Framework Working GroupTask Force,” said ID2020 Executive Director, Dakota Gruener. “Individuals should be able to choose which digital health pass app they wish to use, without worrying about whether it will be accepted for a particular use. ToIP has developed a powerful set of tools and models for digital trust frameworks. We look forward to working with them through this collaborative process to establish the governance necessary for the Good Health Pass digital trust ecosystem.”
By adhering to the Good Health Pass standards, airlines, airports, hospitality industries, international customs officials and others will be able to process visitors easily without requiring additional unnecessary steps mandated by proprietary systems. Travelers will not be confused about which credential they need for each venue. Moreover, since individuals will be fully in control of their own personal data, they will have peace of mind, knowing that access to their private health information is protected.
